Purpose: To develop an understanding of 3D immersive/virtual environments and their prospective application in education for the promotion of interactive learning experiences. 
To demonstrate this knowledge and understanding by developing a particular area of research interest and formulating a research question.

Activities:
1. Literature review

Ashwini will conduct a literature review on the topic. She will be supported by Stuart in this activity. The literature review will provide the theoretical basis for her possible PhD research.
2. Endnote library

Stuart will help Ashwini to build up an endnote library to act as a knowledge management and referencing system.

3. Networking
Stuart will provide advice and guidance to help Ashwini identify opportunities to participate/be an observer in ongoing projects to get practical/hands on experience and relevant first hand knowledge on the application of 3D immersive/virtual environments in education.
4. Outcomes

By the end of the mentoring program Ashwini will have produced a literature review of the current use of 3D immersive/virtual environments in Higher Education. She will have an endnote library of appropriate references and she will have identified a particular research area and formed a research question for a PhD topic.

Communication methods and frequency:

Ashwini will send Stuart and Iain a summarised report of her progress by email once a month beginning May 2008.
Ashwini will use a wiki (http://virtualenvironments.pbwiki.com/) to carry out her literature review and to maintain a record of additional information sources. Ashwini will request that Stuart access the Wiki when appropriate.
